The greatest challenge for BORM right now is working out a plan with the West Michigan Conference board to 

become one board for the entire state of Michigan. Both boards have agreed to make proposals at next year's 

annual conferences to make it happen. With many prayers and God's help, we will be able to combine and offer 

a comprehensive program for our state.  

I have always had a great affection for the camping and retreat programs and I hope to continue to serve on the 

board and to offer retreat opportunities, especially for women. Keep an eye out for information to come on a 

Prayer Shawl Retreat again in the spring, a prayer bead retreat, a quilting retreat and others to come.  

  

On a different note, the season of Advent is just around the corner, as well as Christmas. Hanging of the 

Greens will take place on Sunday, Nov. 30 after the 10:30 worship service. There will be a potluck lunch fol-

lowed by decorating the sanctuary and Fellowship Hall. We will once again have three services on Christmas 

Eve; a 4:30 service designed for families and children, and regular candlelight services at 7:30 and11:00.

Republic of the Congo. Milford UMC has sponsored the Gablers mission for the past 12 years. The Mission 
Committee has pledged $2500.00 a year towards their support and sometimes augments this with addition-
al funds for special projects they are working on.

 Sue and I had the privilege to have Rachel and Dan stay with us for 12 days. This was a blessing to 
get to know these two devoted missionaries much better. Rachel is always driven to continue to further 
Christianity in Africa. On any given Sunday there are more Christians attending church in Africa than the 
rest of the world combined. This on a continent that is not only in close proximity to many nations that prac-
tice other religions, but a continent that for the most part had never heard of Jesus Christ until the first mis-
sionaries arrived in the Congo in 1491. They were Portuguese explorers.  The great surge of people in Afri-
ca following Jesusô teaching is owed primarily to dedicated people like Dan and Rachel who have taken the 
word there and have dedicated their lives to God. 

Even while they were at our house ñOn Vacation,ò they were following the news of the spread of the 
Ebola virus in Africa and putting together a book of information and facts to help educate people in the US 
as well as Africa. Dan was always researching ways to handle special aeronautical issues he encounters 
that are specific to Africa.  

 I cannot tell you how old they are but I can tell you that both Dan and Rachel were born of 
Missionaries in the field in Bolivia. They were partially educated in the US and met in University. Shortly af-
ter graduation they both returned to the missionary field first in South America and then Africa and have 
been there ever since.  

 It is an extreme pleasure to call these two people friends. Their dedication is a guiding light to 
all of us to go forth and spread the word of God throughout the land.

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        God Inspired Turning Points-Attitude of Gratitude

       Why is gratitude such a big deal ?  Ocean Robbins (author, speaker, facilitator, father of an autistic 
child) says,  ñSure this world gives us plenty of reasons to despair. But  
when we get off the fast track to morbidity, and cultivate  
instead an attitude of gratitude, things donôt just look betterðthey actually are better.  Thankfulness feels 
good, itôs good  
for you and itôs a blessing for the people around you too.  Itôs such a win-win-win that Iôd say we have cause 
for gratitude.ò 
           Dr. Robert Emmons writes, ñWith Thanksgiving approaching, weôll soon be taking time to acknowledge 
what  
weôre grateful for.  Itôs a nice gesture, of course, but why do  
we do it?  What good is gratitude? Weôve studied more than one thousand people, from ages eight to 80, and 
found that people who practice gratitude consistently report a host of  
benefits:ò  physical (stronger immune system, lower blood  
pressure); psychological (higher levels of positive emotions, more joy and pleasure); social (more helpful, 
generous, compassionate, more forgiving, more outgoing, less lonely). 
           Mr. Emmons suggests we get started with a daily gratitude journal or a ñgratitude jar.ò  At the end of 
every day, drop a coin into a designated jar and give thanks for a nice sunset; renewed health; a speedy work 
commute; your son or daughter spoke their first words or took their first steps; your spouse gave you a mas-
sage; the meeting at work went well; you received a passing grade.  Once the jar is filled, donate the coins to 
a worthy cause.   
           During November I am going to count my blessings as I fill a baby food jar for Another Way Pregnancy 
Center.  (Jars are in a basket as you enter the Sanctuary).  Care to join me?
