The temptation is sometimes to fall into deep despair and fear that the world is about to de-
stroy itself. The task of reconciliation, justice and compassion is too big and too hard to take on. But we know 
our God through his son, Jesus Christ - the hope of the world in the Bible and in our lives today. The Holy 
Spirit still is with us and moves among us to keep that hope alive and keep us in the knowledge that we can 
transform the world; one person at a time, one act of kindness at a time. Relationships we build are tiny build-
ing blocks to a new world. We can pray that the other ñpeoples of the Bookò remember our common ancestry, 
spoken in the words of our common prophet, Micah.
