My dear Marianne had a bad cold in mid-September as the 
newsletter deadline approached.  She was miserable and 

unable to concentrate, so I offered to write the óPastorôs Columnô for the 
Willow UMC newsletter, and she happily accepted my offer.  So, warm 
greetings to readers of both church newsletters, Willow and Milford 
UMCôs!  Marianne and I are scheduled to exchange pulpits on Sunday, 
October 25.  The Milford United Methodist Women asked if she could 
preach for their celebration of UMW Sunday, and weôre overdue for our 
thrice-annual exchange. 
 Did you ever wonder what Marianne and I talk about on Sun-
days when we return home from the two churches?  You can probably 
guess- we talk about church!  Lately we are most eager to share about 
the children in church.  We each think our church has the best kids in 
the world, and the congregations love their youthful faith, love, and en-
ergy!  At Willow, children sing in the adult choir, serve as liturgists, and 
light candles.  Recently a little girl even sang an extemporaneous spir-
itual song, simply singing whatever came out of her beautiful soul.  The 
congregation loved it.  At Milford, a small group of young children 
planned their own ñconcertò during fellowship hour.  When they finished 
their own rehearsal, they invited adults to be their audience in a small 
room.  The whole concert was one original song, with only one line.  
They joyfully sang, ñWe never want to leave each other!ò  One Sunday 
in September, we celebrated a baptism, and the family brought the ba-
byôs cousins to visit our church.  It was a beautiful site when about 15 
extra children came up for the childrenôs message!   
 Henri Nouwen (Reaching Out, Doubleday Image,1985) said 
ñMany parents question the value of baptism of newborn babies.  But 
one important aspect of early baptism is that, when parents bring their 
child to the church, they are reminded that the child is not their own pri-
vate property, but a gift from God given to a community that is much 
larger than the immediate family.ò 
 Raising up the youngest generation, and sharing our faith with 
them, is one of the many ways our congregations serve God.  It is a 
sacred privilege in the community of faith.  Let us continue to welcome 
the little ones.  The Kingdom of heaven belongs to them, and often they 
show us the way.

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             God Inspired Turning Points. ï In God We Trust

 The phrase ñIn God we Trustò appeared on coins in 1864 and on Silver Certificate paper cur-

rency on October 1, 1957 after President Dwight P. Eisenhower declared the phrase to be the national motto 

of the United States.  We see this phrase all the time, but do we live our lives as though we believe it? 

  

As a person who can, at times, be willful, I can honestly say that I try to ñcontrol everything.ò  I like to influence 

situations to achieve a certain outcome.  Doing so has resulted in negative consequences that could only be 

resolved by a complete surrender to Godôs will. 

The greatest ongoing lesson I am learning is to trust God in the area of finances.  I started babysitting when I 

was 12 so I grew up believing the money I received was directly tied to my work ethic.  As I prepare for retire-

ment late next year, there is a part of me that worries whether we will have sufficient funds.   

  

I came across an online article written by John Grant on the topic of trusting God with finances.  He writes 

about attending a retreat on Christian financial concepts.  The leader asked all the participants to take 10 

minutes in silence to listen to what God was saying to them about finances, money and stewardship.   

Below are a few of the things God spoke to him: 

¶ Totally trust God to meet our needs 

¶ Simply our lifestyle, live within our means, and get totally out of debt 

¶ Donôt dwell on past financial mistakes and losses 

¶ Donôt fear our financial futureé..Trust God 

¶ Be thankful for what we have 

¶ Focus on God, not on money, things and security 

¶ Use the time I would otherwise worry about money and finances to focus in and on Godôs word 

¶ Use the Bible as the best guideline for financial management and pray together asking Godôs guidance 

before making any major financial decision 

John noted that it would require some adjustments to incorporate some of the items in his day-to-day life, but 

he was looking forward to spiritual growth.  He concluded by saying that he and his wife were claiming Prov-

erbs 3:9-10: ñHonor the Lord with your possessions and with the first fruits of all your increase; so your barns 

will be filled with plenty and your vats will overflow with new wine.ò 

Taking 10 minutes in silence to commune with God about finances, money and stewardship sounds like a rea-

sonable approach.  What do you think?
